November 15, 2006

International PEN has recorded the killings of 51 writers and print journalists during the 12 months since the last Day of the Imprisoned Writer November 15, 2006. They were either directly targeted for their writings, or it is thought that this was the reason behind their deaths. Of these, 22 were killed in Iraq, which again proved to be the most dangerous place to be a journalist anywhere in the world. In few, if any, cases have the persons who carried out the murders been brought to justice.
